Rehearsal

A large wedding party with a processional and recessional needs a rehearsal, as do
complex rituals. Readers also need to be rehearsed. A rehearsal is built in to the
full-service couture ceremony fee structure but | am happy to add a full onsite
rehearsal to any of the other levels of service (add $100 to the fee). If the ceremony
site is more than 100 km return trip from my office you will also need to double the
excess travel fee.

Combo Wedding Ceremony

A combo wedding ceremony is a ceremony that
e incorporates another type of ceremony, eg a naming ceremony, or
¢ includes more than one couple (double or triple wedding), or
o follows close on or is closely followed by a second but related
ceremony (usually within hours but possibly involving a change of
venue)

Because of the complexity and work required to develop and officiate at a
combo ceremony an additional fee applies. This will typically be the full
fee for the wedding plus 50% of the fee for the second type of ceremony.
